ORDER FOR APPEALS OF MIDWEST CITY COURT CONVICTIONS

Now on this 19th day of November, 2018, Municipal Judge David F. Howell has issued the following order:

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED BY THE COURT that the following shall apply for appeals of convictions from Midwest City Court:

Midwest City Municipal Court is “NOT OF RECORD”. As such, your rights to appeal any conviction from the Midwest City Municipal Court are prescribed by Oklahoma Statute 

11O.S. § 27-129 and Midwest City Municipal Ordinance Section 25-34.

You will have ten (10) calendar days from the date of your conviction to file your appeal with the Oklahoma County District Court and to serve a CERTIFIED copy of the appeal on the Court Clerk.  Prior to or on the date no later than the date the appeal is commenced, you will be required to post a bond in order to perfect your appeal.  The bond will be affixed as follows:

If you are convicted of an offense where only fines and court fees are rendered, without any jail time, your appeal bond will be an amount equal to twice the amount of the fines plus court costs.  This bond will be payable in cash or by credit card.  No checks will be accepted.

If you are convicted of an offense where fines, court fees and you are sentenced to jail time, your appeal bond will be an amount equal to your fines and court fees, plus two hundred dollars ($200.00), again payable by cash or credit card.  No checks will be accepted.

If you have posted a cash bond for the charged offense prior to trial, your cash bond will be credited to your appeal costs upon your request that the pre-conviction bond be converted to your appeal bond.  If you posted bond by surety prior to your conviction, you will not be able to apply that surety bond towards your appeal bond.

Surety bonds will not be allowed for an appeal bond under any circumstances by this court.  Please contact an attorney, AT YOUR EXPENSE, if you have any questions.

APPEAL PROCESS FOR MUNICIPAL COURT

Midwest City, Oklahoma

1. Any decision finding the defendant guilty of a municipal violation (traffic, parking, or criminal over $100.00 fine amount) may be appealed by following the procedures set forth in state law.

2. An appeal from the Municipal Court is filed in the District Court of Oklahoma County and must be filed in writing within ten (10) calendar days of your convictions in Municipal Court.

3. If you are represented by an attorney in your appeal, you should consult him/her about your appeal.  If you are not represented by an attorney, the District Court Clerks have Notice of Appeal forms and they will assist you in completing this form.

4. PROCEDURE
a) After trial, advise the Municipal Judge and the Municipal Court Clerk, in open court, that you desire an appeal. The appeal bond is then set by the Municipal Judge.

b) The appeal bond must be posted with the Municipal Court Clerk and is at least equivalent to the amount of the maximum fine based on the crime of which you have been convicted, and twice the fine amount if the sentence was for other than fines and costs.

c) A written Notice of Appeal must be filed with the District Court at the Court Clerk’s Office, Room 413, County Courthouse, 320 Robert S. Kerr, Oklahoma City. A CERTIFIED copy of the Notice of Appeal must be filed with the Municipal Court Clerk within ten (10) calendar day filing period.

d) You will receive a completely new trial in the District Court, as if the case had never been heard before.  If you are found guilty again, the District Court Clerk will require you to pay additional court cost.  These costs will also be assessed if you fail to appear in the court after notice is given to you.
e) You will be notified when a date is set for your appeal trial.  The Municipal Court will not handle the case.  The trial will occur at the District Court in Oklahoma City.

f) If you post an appeal bond and file a Notice of Appeal, but do not pursue your appeal, the bond will be forfeited.

5. Keep in mind, you have only ten (10) calendar days to file your Notice of Appeal and to post the required bond.  If you do not complete this within the ten (10) calendar day limit, a motion to dismiss for failure to timely perfect your appeal will be filed, and the decision of the Municipal Court will stand.
